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SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS  
1. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and speci-

fications of the current USEF Rule Book will be conducted and 
judged in accordance therewith. 

2. Horses shown at this show must be registered with the American 
Morgan Horse Association, Inc., or Equine Canada, or the British 
Morgan Horse Society and must be entered under their full regis-
tered name or if under one year of age be eligible for registration.  
All horses must be available for inspection by an official designated 
by AMHA. 

3. Life, senior active and junior active members sh all be eligible 
to participate in all classes at Regular Competitio ns, Eventing 
Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined 
Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressag e, Rein-
ing and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A non-
member may participate as a handler, rider, driver,  owner, les-
see, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competition s, Eventing 
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Compet itions 
and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a  $30 
non-member registration fee. Participants in the fo llowing 
classes are exempted from the requirements of this rule:  1) 
leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) cl asses for 4-H 
members; 5) walk/trot and academy classes (Academy classes 
are classes limited to horses used regularly in a l esson pro-
gram); 6) USDF Introductory Level tests, Pas de Deu x and Qua-
drille classes; 7) NRHA endorsed Reining competitio ns; 8) Op-
portunity classes; 9) citizens of other nations who  have proof, 
in English, of current membership in good standing of their 
own National Federation; 10) USEA Beginner Novice d ivision; 
and 9) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse B reeding 
classes (See GR807.4 of the Federation rules). 

4. Each owner, trainer, exhibitor, and agent and lessee competing in 
an AMHA Regional Championship must be members of the Ameri-
can Morgan Horse Association or pay a non-member fee of $30.00. 

5. Registration Certificates or Photostat copies, and horses, must be 
available for examination by an official designated by AMHA.  Cop-
ies showing current ownership must be submitted with entries. 

6. All horses participating in AMHA regional shows are required to pay 
a $2.00 per horse Judge’s Education Fee. 

7. CARDS:  Every person 18 years & over who competes in classes 
for amateurs under Federation rules must possess a current ama-
teur certification issued by the Federation.  See USEF GR1306 and 
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GR 1307.  All exhibitors 18 years & over in Classic Pleasure 
classes are required to have amateur certification. 

8. ENTRY BLANKS must be signed by owners and/or owner’s agent; 
by the trainer; by each rider, driver, or handler; and by the coach (if 
applicable).  If the owner is the trainer, the owner must sign twice.  
If the owner or exhibitor is under 18 years of age, the entry blank 
must be signed by a representative who is of age and who accepts 
responsibility and risk as stated above the signature.  ONE owner 
per entry blank.  Entry, drug, non-member and stall fees must ac-
company entry blanks. 

9. Membership, affidavits, cards or copies must be submitted with en-
tries or a non-refundable nonmember fee will be assessed. 

10. The Southern States Regional Morgan Horse Show requires all 
horses, including in-state horses, over 9 months old be in posses-
sion of a current (within 12 months) negative Coggins test.  Any 
horse on the grounds that does not have a current negative Cog-
gins will have to be removed from the grounds immediately.  There 
will be NO exceptions made.  Each exhibitor must provide two cop-
ies.  A COPY MUST BE MAILED WITH ENTRIES.  A COPY 
MUST ALSO BE PUT IN THE HOLDER ON FRONT OF THE 
STALL FOR INSPECTION BY THE NC STATE VETERINARIAN.   

11. Health Certificates are not required for horses  coming into NC 
for less than 30 days  For specific questions, cont act Rollins 
Diagnostics Lab in Raleigh, NC: (919) 733-7601.  

12. Entries close April 18, 2011.  Entries received after the closing 
date will be accepted at a penalty of $25.00 per horse.  Manage-
ment reserves the right to cancel a class if entries are insufficient or 
to combine or divide a class and to reschedule any divided class.  
Management reserves the right to decline any entry and to return 
any entry fee before or during the show without being liable for 
compensation.  Entry additions and scratches must be made one 
hour prior to the scheduled start of a session to avoid a late fee.  
Management reserves the right to decline entry to the show 
grounds to any horse not entered in the Horse Show . 

13. The Horse Show requires that a signed open check policy shall pre-
vail before any numbers are released.  It is the responsibility or 
each exhibitor or agent to settle his or her account by the end of the 
Show.  Failing to do so, the Horse Show Secretary will fill in the 
correct amount on the open check and the exhibitor or agent relin-
quishes the right for adjustment after leaving the Show. 

14. All entry and stall fees will be refunded on request before the 
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closing date of entries.  After this date, refunds of entry fees will be 
made due to bona fide casualty to horse, exhibitor, or exhibitor’s 
family provided cancellation and appropriate certificates are re-
ceived no later than the first day of the show.  Office fees will not 
be refunded.  At the discretion of the Show Manager, stall fees may 
be refunded if the cancellation is received in time to reassign the 
stalls to another exhibitor. 

15. Permanent stalls with doors are available at $120.00 each for the 
duration of the show.  Initial bedding will NOT be provided but will 
be available on the grounds.  Exhibitors may rent stalls on a per 
day basis at $50 per day.  Exhibitors who do not require stabling 
may show out of vans or trailers at a grounds fee of $25.00 per 
horse for the duration of the show.  Bedding may be ordered with 
entries and will be delivered to your stalls before  you arrive.  
Commercial delivery of shavings is not allowed.  

16. Arrivals-IMPORTANT :  The show grounds are available for arrival 
on Monday, 7 am, preceding the show and must be vacated by 7 
am on the Monday after the show.  There may be stalls available 
for those exhibitors needing early arrival.   Arrangements must be 
made with the Show Manager as early as possible and no later 
than two weeks prior to the Monday preceding the show.  There will 
be a charge of $25.00 per stall. 

17. CAMPER hookups are available at a cost of $25.00 per night pay-
able to “NC State Fairgrounds” and are available through the NC 
State Fair Security Office on a first come, first serve basis.  Note: 
Any vehicle connected to electricity and/or water will be considered 
a camper and will be charged the camper fee. 

18. STALLIONS may not be entered in classes which specify Ladies or 
Junior Exhibitors to ride or drive.  JUNIOR EXHIBITORS are those 
who had not reached their 18th birthday as of December 1st of the 
year preceding the show.  YOUTH classes are open to riders under 
21 years as of December 1 of the preceding year and stallions ARE 
permitted in these classes. 

19. Boots and other artificial appliances are forbi dden in the Mor-
gan division except in Reining, Roadster, and Jumpe r classes 
where boots are permissible.  Protective bell boots , splint 
boots, or quarter boots may be used in designated t raining 
areas; however, care must be taken to see that they  comply 
with the Horse Protection Regulations as revised in  1989.  
Rubber or elastic (except on boots) attached in any  way to the 
legs or hooves shall not be used on the competition  grounds 
at any time.  Vertical half-cup blinkers are accept able on the 
show grounds and in the warm-up ring.  Blinders of any kind 
are not allowed. 
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20. A two-minute gate will be in force throughout the show.  Requests 
for hold will be granted only by the Show Manager, and only in 
cases of back-to-back classes and must be requested prior to the 
start of the session.  All holds will be limited to two minutes.  Exhibi-
tors are to report scratches to the Secretary as early as possible.  A 
FEE OF $10.00 PER CLASS WILL BE ASSESSED ANY EXHIBI-
TOR WHO FAILS TO NOTIFY OF A SCRATCH PRIOR TO THE 
CLASS.   

21. Horses must be entered and shown under the name of the re-
corded owner or lessee. 

22. All Ladies and Gentleman’s classes will qualify for the correspond-
ing Amateur Championship if the rider/driver is an amateur. 

23. All premium money will be mailed to the owner of the horse within 
30 days after the completion of the show unless otherwise specified 
on Entry Blank. It is imperative that the correct full name and ad-
dress of the owner along with the name assigned to the Social Se-
curity # or Federal ID # submitted be on the entry blank. In addition, 
if the owner of the horse is a corporation, please include that infor-
mation. No prize money will be mailed unless all required informa-
tion is provided. A trophy and eight ribbons will awarded in classes 
except as noted in certain championships.  Prize money will be di-
vided as follows:

24. DOGS will not be allowed on the show grounds unless restrained 
on a leash.  A CHARGE OF $50.00 will be made for the return of 
any dog found loose on the grounds.  Dogs will not be allowed in 
the show arena or restaurant at any time. 

25. The show will be under the absolute control of Management.  Only 
qualified persons shall be allowed in the ring during judging.  Ex-
hibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience  to 
the judge or officials on the part of owner, rider, or groom will dis-
qualify horse or rider and the owner shall forfeit his entry fees and 
other fees. 

26. Longeing Rules:  Longeing is not allowed in any of the warm-up 
arenas while the show is in session. 

27. The Southern States Regional Morgan Horse Show or its agents 
and employees will not be responsible for any loss or damage that 
may occur, and it will be a condition of the entry that each Ex-
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hibitor shall hold the Horse Show and the NC State Fairgrounds 
blameless for any loss or accident to his or her horse, horses, or 
equipment that may occur from sickness, fire, or otherwise.  Nor 
shall they be responsible for any article of a kind or nature that is 
lost, destroyed, or stolen; and will not be responsible for or liable for 
injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, spectators, employees, or 
any other interested parties.  All owners and exhibitors will be held 
responsible for any damages, incurred by them or their agents to 
barns or other properties on the Show Grounds and will be BILLED 
ACCORDINGLY. 

28. During show sessions, the covered warm-up arena will be available 
only for the next class to show in the Indoor Show Arena.  Longeing 
is not allowed in any of the warm-up arena’s while the show is in 
session. 

29. USEF fee ($15) includes Drugs & Medications fee ($7) and USEF 
fee ($8). 

30. The Gov. James B. Hunt Horse Complex features an 81,000 sq.ft. 
enclosed arena with 4,748 permanent seats.  The main show ring is 
136 feet by 248 feet.  The footing consists of dirt and shavings.  
Adjacent to the arena is a covered warm-up arena.  All dressage 
classes take place in an outside 20x60 meter sand composition 
arena.  The complex has 485 permanent stalls and 400 portable 
stalls with full doors.  Restrooms with showers are available. 

31. All returned checks and/or credit card denials will be assessed a 
$50 penalty. 

32. In accordance with USEF rule GR 1301.7:  Minors who do no have 
a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized 
vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to op-
erate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, 
golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the com-
petition grounds of licensed competitions.  Minors who have a valid 
temporary license may operate the above described motor vehicles 
as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s 
license.  Violations of this rule will cause sanctions against  the par-
ent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the 
child committing the offense.  Penalties may include exclusion of 
the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competi-
tion grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges be-
ing filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with 
Chapter 6.  Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for 
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. 

33. There is a reciprocal agreement between AMHA Regional Champi-
onship shows and the Morgan Grand National concerning unpaid 
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sponsorships. 

34. Smoking is not allowed in State of North Carolina owned facilities 
which includes the show arena and barns. 

35. DRESSAGE EXHIBITORS (DR 120.5): At any time while mounted 
on the competition grounds, all riders under the age of 18, all riders 
while on horses competing in national level tests, all riders compet-
ing in Para-Equestrian tests, and all riders on non-competing 
horses, must wear protective headgear as defined by this rule and 
otherwise in compliance with GR801.  When a horse is competing 
in both national and FEI levels or tests (e.g. Fourth Level and PSG), 
the rider must wear protective headgear at all times when mounted 
on that horse on the competition grounds and during all tests.  Any 
rider violating this rule at any time must immediately be prohibited 
from further riding until such headgear is properly in place.  Any 
other exhibitor may wear protective headgear at any level of com-
petition without penalty from the judge.  Protective headgear is de-
fined as a riding helmet which meets or exceeds ASTM (American 
Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) 
standards for equestrian use and carries the SEI tag.  The harness 
must be secure and properly fitted.  Unless jackets are waived, 
while in the competition ring, exhibitors wearing protective head 
gear must wear a short, dark jacket, dark tail coat (only permitted 
for tests above Fourth Level), or Armed Services or police uniform  
(if eligible), dark hat covers (where applicable) and must otherwise 
conform to DR 120 (see GR801).  BOD 1/23/11.  Effective 3/1/11.

7. Academy riders may not show in any other performance division at the same show 
EXCEPT driving classes. 

Horses: 
1. Horses in the Academy classes MUST be lesson horses regularly used in a profes-

sionally operated lesson program.  These horses MUST display the characteristics 
of such!  Horses are NOT to be judged 

2. Horses MUST be flat/keg shod.  NO PADS WILL BE ALLOWED.  Soundness is 
NOT to be considered.  “Equi-Packs” are allowed. 

3. Horses may be shown in snaffle bridles with martingales.  Pelham and curb type bits 
(curbs through martingales are discouraged) are allowed at the discretion of the 
Instructor.  PLEASE use caution and common sense when bitting and mounting 
horses for beginners.  Flat cutback or huntseat type English saddles are to be used 
as appropriate.  Blinkers or blinders are not allowed in under saddle classes. 

4. Horses CANNOT cross-enter from the academy division into any performance divi-
sion at the same show. (Exceptions:  Leadline, costume, ride-a-buck and “C” rated 1
-day shows).  Academy horses may cross enter into the Equitation Division at any 
show; however, Equitation horses cannot cross enter into the Academy division. 

5. Hoof blacking is optional and ribbon braids are not allowed. 
6. Horses are NOT exempt from USEF drug testing rules.
